ABDOMINAL TRAUMA

Care Per Trauma Protocol l

Arrange for IMMEDIATE
EMS transport

If at any time during the primary survey or secondary
assessment the following abdominal injuries are identified,

treat immediately:

EVISCERATION '

v

DO NOT attempt to replace
protruding organs

Apply a moistened sterile

dressing directly to the site

Cover this dressing with an
occlusive dressing

Place patient on their back, with
legs flexed at the knees, to reduce
pain by relaxing the strain on the

abdominal muscles

IMPALED OBJECT '
AN

DO NOT remove an
impaled object

Carefully cut away any
clothing that is around the
object

Manually stabilize object - avoid
applying pressure to the object

Use bulky dressings and cravats to
stabilize object

Minimize patient movement

IF IMPALED OBJECT HAS

BEEN REMOVED BEFORE
YOUR ARRIVAL.
