HISTORY, FACTS AND ISSUES: On September 26, 2024 Hurricane Helene blew approximately 9,500 sq.ft. of 

TPO roof and membrane off of the Lowndes County Sheriff's Office Patrol Division. Staff has filed the claim 

with insurance and followed all procurement procedures for FEMA. The insurance adjuster and insurance 

engineer have been to the site for their inspection. Emergency purchases are those that are made to alleviate 

a situation in which there is a threat to health, welfare, or safety under certain conditions defined as an 

emergency by jurisdiction that does not allow time for normal, competitive purchasing procedures. For 

example, flooding, power outages or other natural disasters. Staff does anticipate insurance to cover the 

repair cost.  

 

Staff was able to procure two quotes to repair the roof: 

- JHS Strickland Construction: $114,720.00 

- Reliable Roofing: $124,005.00 

 

Staff has issued a PO to JHS Strickland Construction for $114,720.00. Materials have been ordered.
