The ULDC provides that variances may be granted upon afinding by the ZBA that one the following conditions have

been met:
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There are extraordinary and exceptional condisiqpertaining to the particular piece of property guestion because of its size, shape, or
topography;

Such conditions are peculiar to the particular meaf property involved,;

The application of this ULDC to this particular g of property would create an unnecessary hardship

Relief, if granted, will not cause substantial degnt to the public good or impair the purposes amdnt of this ULDC;

A literal interpretation of the provisions of tHif DC would deprive the applicant of rights commoehjoyed by other properties of the zoning
district in which the property is located;

Granting the variance requested will not confer mgbe property of the applicant any special prigés that are denied to other properties of
the zoning district in which the applicant's progyeis located;

The requested variance will be in harmony with ilnepose and intent of this ULDC and will not bedantpatible with the neighborhood or to
the general public welfare;

The special circumstances are not the result ottimns of the applicant;

The variance requested is the minimum variancewlibmake possible the legal use of the land arcttre;

The variance is not a request to permit a usemd lar structures which are not permitted by righttie zoning district involved;

The extension of said nonconforming use will ndhér injure a permitted use on the subject propent on adjacent property;

The design, construction, and character of the nafarmance is not suitable for uses permitted mlisdrict in which the nonconformance is
situated; and

The nonconforming use is similar to the prior namfcoming use.
